Indication:

m  Large Animals involved in fattening, breeding & other activities
Improves the reproductive effectiveness of the males
Improves the general state of the animals
Increases the profitability by improving daily weight gain
Increase fertility
Effective against sickness related metabolic stress

m Increase growth performance in broiler

Dosage & Administration:
In acute diseases Cyanophos injection may be administered intravenously,
intramuscularly or subcutaneously depending on animal condition and body

weight.

Cattle, Buffaloes :10-25 ml

Calf :5.0-12 ml

Sheep, Goat :2.5-5.0 ml

Dog :0.5-5.0 ml

Cat :0.5-2.5 ml

Poultry :0.5-1.0 ml/1-2 liter of drinking water

Treatment should be repeated daily if necessary.
In chronic diseases
Half of the above doses, if necessary repetition at intervals of 1-2 weeks or less.

Or as directed by the registered veterinary physician.

Storage:
Store in a cool and dry place, protected from light and moisture.
Keep all medicines out of the reach of children.
